Après sa grande exposition personnelle, Vestiges of Colonialism, à la National 
Gallery of Zimbabwe, Harare, au printemps 2023, qui l’a consacré comme un 
des artistes majeurs de la scène zimbabwéenne, la galerie Édouard Manet, à 
Gennevilliers, invite l’artiste à concevoir sa première exposition personnelle 
dans une institution en Europe. Moffat Takadiwa produit les œuvres de son 
exposition entièrement dans son atelier de Harare, où une communauté 
d’artisans travaille sous sa direction, en dialogue avec l’histoire industrielle, 
portuaire et ouvrière de la ville de Gennevilliers. Cette exposition, pensée 
spécialement pour ce lieu chargé d’histoire, une ancienne mairie visitée par 
l’artiste Gustave Caillebotte, qui fut élu local à Gennevilliers, et qui fut 
transformée en école et centre d’art dans la foulée de mai 68, coïncide avec la 
participation de Moffat Takadiwa à la 60e Biennale de Venise au sein du pavillon 
national du Zimbabwe.

Après
collecte et tri de ces petits objets
réunis par formes et couleurs, toujours
en très grande quantité, l’artiste tisse
ensemble ces rebuts en de riches
tentures. Suspendues aux murs, ces
étoffes post-industrielles aux formes
organiques atteignent par leur
préciosité une aura d’objets
totémiques ou ritualisés.

Né en 1983, Moffat Takadiwa vit et
travaille dans le quartier de Mbare à
Harare, l'un des plus grands centres
de recyclage et d’économie informelle
du pays. Appartenant à la génération
née après l’indépendance, il traduit
dans son œuvre ses préoccupations
liées aux questions de consommation,
d'inégalité, de post-colonialisme et
d'environnement. Dès ses débuts, il fait
de sa pratique artistique un levier pour
la réhabilitation de sa communauté, en
travaillant avec de jeunes artistes et
créateurs locaux, dans la perspective
de fonder le premier quartier artistique
au monde employant des matériaux
reconvertis.

Moffat Takadiwa a exposé ses œuvres
dans les principales institutions du
Zimbabwe ainsi qu'à l’étranger
notamment au Craft Contemporary
(USA), au Moore Building à l’occasion
de l’exposition organisée par Jeffrey
Deitch et Gagosian à Miami (USA), au
ARoS Kunstmuseumat, Aarhus (DK),
au Jameel Arts Centre, Dubaï (AE), au
MACAAL, Marrakech (MA) et au
Museum Arnhem (NL). Ses œuvres

Moffat Takadiwa creates large format
sculptures from materials found on
garbage dumps, notably computer
parts, plastic bottle-caps,
toothbrushes and toothpaste tubes.
After gathering great quantities of
these small objects and sorting them
by color and shape, the artist weaves
these discarded scraps into rich wall
hangings. Once suspended, these
post-industrial fabrics, through their
intricate beauty, acquire an aura of
ritual or totemic artifacts.

Born in 1983, Moffat Takadiwa lives
and works on the outskirts of Harare in
Mbare, one of the largest recycling
centers in the country and an
important hub for the informal
economy. Belonging to the post-
independence generation, his work
reflects his preoccupation with issues
such as consumerism, inequality, post-
colonialism and the environment. Since
the earliest days of his artistic career,
he has used his practice as a platform
for the rehabilitation of his community,
working with young local artists and
designers, with a view to founding the
world first artistic center based on the
use of reclaimed materials.

Moffat Takadiwa has exhibited his
works in the major institutions of
Zimbabwe as well as abroad, most
notably at the Craft Contemporary
(US), during the exhibition organized
by Jeffrey Deitch and Gagosian at the
Moore Building in Miami (US), at the
ARoS Kunstmuseumat, Aarhus (DK), 
the Jameel Arts Center, Dubai (AE),
the MACAAL, Marrakesh (MA) and
the Arnhem Museum (NL). His works
are included in numerous public and
private collections including the CNAP,
Paris (FR), the FRAC Alsace (FR) The
Fondation H, Antananarivo (MG), The
Jameel Arts Center, Dubai (AE), The
Arsenal Contemporary Art, Toronto
(CA) and the CC Foundation, Shanghai
(CN).
